The course is a fully online course that consists of four half-day sessions totaling 12
hours, beginning in July 2025. The course consists of a 6-hour instructional language
module focusing on EMI scenarios and a 6-hour English proficiency module preparing for
mainstream English competence tests. After the training, participants can choose to take
an English competence test (at their own expense). After completing the 12-hour course,
participants will get a Certificate of Completion from NYCU; no academic credits are
available. Participants are allowed to be absent for no more than three hours during the
period. To be considered present, they must watch a makeup video and complete the
assigned tasks after the absence. Failure to do so will result in being considered absent
and ineligible to receive the completion certificate.
