Grant of License

(b) Licensor hereby grants to Licensee the right to edit the Work to meet Licensee’s requirements and/or to align with Licensee’s standards and style. Should, in the sole judgment of Licensee, Licensee determines that extensive rewriting or more than basic changes are necessary, Licensee may return the manuscript of the Work to the author(s) within a reasonable time frame, accompanied by suggested revisions that the author(s) shall be responsible for implementing. If the time required for such revisions disrupts Licensee’s publication schedule, Licensee may reschedule the article for the next available issue. If the Work cannot be modified to meet Licensee's requirements and/or standards, Licensee reserves the right to decline publication of the Work.

(c) Licensor hereby grants to Licensee the nonexclusive rights to print, reproduce, distribute and sell the Work, or any portion thereof, in all manners customary to law review administration including, but not limited to: publication as part of issues of NYCU Law Review, publication as individual reprints, reproduction as part of bound volumes of NYCU Law Review, and reproduction in a collection published by Licensee. For the purposes of this agreement the terms “publication,” “distribution,” and “reproduction” shall include print as well as electronic publication, distribution, and reproduction in any media now known or hereinafter devised.

(d) Licensor hereby grants to Licensee the nonexclusive right to authorize others to publish portions of or all of the Work, including translations into any other language, in journals, magazines, newspapers, casebooks, treatises, anthologies, whether in print, online, or other media now known or hereinafter devised. Licensor may also grant permission to third parties to use and publish the Work, provided that Licensor requires any such user or publisher to cite to the initial publication in an edition of NYCU Law Review. 

(e) Licensor hereby grants to Licensee the exclusive right to license the Work for inclusion in electronic database services, including but not limited to Lexis, Westlaw, HeinOnline, SSRN, and YueDan Knowledgebase Index.

(f) Licensor retains all rights to the Work not specifically granted to the Licensee herein. Such rights are reserved in all languages, forms and media throughout the world. Licensor hereby reserves the right to distribute draft copies of the Work prior to publication in any manner customary to academic communications, including electronic distribution on the Social Sciences Research Network (SSRN), provided that the reproduction includes notice that it is a draft, and that publication will be forthcoming in an edition of NYCU Law Review, and further provided that the posted draft is provided with a link to the published version and/or an abstract upon publication.

(g) Licensor acknowledges that they will function as an independent, free-lance contributor, and not as an employee of the Licensee. Unless otherwise agreed in writing, the Licensor is responsible for all of the Licensor's expenses in preparation of articles and no fee shall be paid for such articles. Licensor hereby waives any right to royalties or payment of any kinds from Licensee, its successors or assignees of any kind, for this agreement and/or publication of the Work by Licensee.

(h) Licensor further agrees not to permit the Work to be published without permission from the Licensee until after the publication of the work in NYCU Law Review. If the work is published elsewhere Licensor will have the new publication credit the original publication in NYCU Law Review.

(i) Licensor hereby represents and warrants, to the best of his or her (their) knowledge, that Licensor is the sole author of the Work and owns all copyright rights worldwide, the manuscript is original and is not a work for hire, does not defame any person, does not invade the privacy of any person, and does not in any manner infringe upon the rights of any person. Except as previously disclosed to the Licensee in writing and attached to this License, the Work has not been and will not for a period of at least fourteen days following publication by the Licensee be published anywhere in whole or in part and that neither the Work nor any part of the Work has been or will be submitted for publication, serialization, or excerpted publication in any other publication or medium prior to the date of publication under this License.

(j) If Licensee determines that any of the above warranties have been breached, Licensee will notify Licensor of said determination. If the breach in warranty cannot be cured to Licensee's satisfaction within 5 days of notice of said breach Licensee reserves the right to not publish the work.
