Regulations Governing Freshmen Scholarship for Alumni of Senior High

Schools in Chiayi for Academic Year 2023

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These Regulations have been hereby established to encourage outstanding students from
National Chiayi Senior High School (“CYSH”), and National Chiayi Girls' Senior High
School (“CYGSH”) to study at National Yang Ming Chiao Tung University (“NYCU”)
and maintain their excellent academic performance through scholarships donated by
NYCU alumni in Chiayi to incentivize such students to enroll at NYCU.
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Eligible Awardees: Any students from CYSH, or CYGSH admitted by application as
approved students to NY CU departments and distributed to such departments as their first
choice through the national distribution system or admitted by distribution to NYCU
departments as their first choice, who shall be limited to general students, exclusive of all
government-funded students, additional off-shore island students, additional indigenous
students, Zhun Meng group students, and students with special status admitted by
distribution.
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Amount and quota of scholarships:
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Eligible awardees shall be limited to undergraduate freshmen, who may be entitled
to NT$30,000 for the first semester; if they maintain a GPA of 3.38 or above or rank
in the top 35% of the class (or department) in the first semester, they may be granted
NT$20,000 in the second semester.
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Awardees meeting the foregoing requirement shall maintain their enrollment status
when the scholarship is awarded to them. Where they apply for retention of their
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admission eligibility, apply for temporary leave, drop out, or transfer to another
college, their eligibility for the scholarship shall be suspended.
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There shall be no cap on the quota of scholarships available.
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Review Procedure
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Upon a department or institute accepting the scholarship application, the Division of
Admissions will grant the scholarship to awardees for the first semester upon review
and approval.
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The Division of Admissions will grant the scholarship for the second semester to
awardees whose grades for the first semester meet the requirements under Article 3
herein as determined by the department or institute.
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Awardees of this scholarship cannot concurrently accept any other scholarships other than
those granted to disadvantaged and needy students in the current academic year.
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If any alumm designate any donation recipients and amount of scholarship separately,
such designation shall prevail.
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These Regulations shall be implemented after being formulated and approved by the
Office of Academic Affairs Management Meeting. The same shall apply where these
Regulations are amended.
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
