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Article 1 The Implementing Guidelines is prescribed in order to equip National Yang Ming Chiao Tung

University’s (NYCU) students with the awareness of gender equity, and to improve and establish a
gender-friendly campus environment.
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Article 2 All students who are enrolled in (and after) the Academic Year 2022-2023.
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Article 3 Methods of Implementation:

1.This course is a required course with 0 credit.

2. Students shall take this course during their first semester at NCTU through the University’s online
learning platform. They shall pass the online test in order to pass the course. Those who fail to reach
the passing standard may retake the online test on the platform.

3. Those who fail to complete the course for some reason must complete it before graduation in order
to graduate.

4.The Course will be recorded in the Registration and Achievement System on a “Pass” or “Fail” basis.

5.The online learning platform will notify those who have not yet completed the course on a regular
basis.
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Article 4 This Guidelines was stipulated by the Gender Equity Education Committee, and has been put into effect
after it was approved by the Curriculum Committee. When amending the Guidelines, the same process
applies.
