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A total of at Ieast 136 credlts is required to fulfil a degree.
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Students need to select and pass any two of the six basic courses (Financial management, Principles of
marketing, Human resource management, Management information system, Production and operations

management, Database management) from the school of management before graduation.
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Students are required to complete at least two out of the three major areas with a minimum of 15 credits.
