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Article 1 National Chiao Tung University (hereinafter referred to the NCTU) General Education
Committee has developed the “National Chiao Tung University Guidelines for General
Education Curriculum Study” (hereinafter referred to as the Guidelines) to protect the rights
and interests of students in studying general education curriculum and provide reference for
instructional units in offering the courses.
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Article 2 According to the “National Chiao Tung University Regulations for General Education
Curriculum,” NCTU general education curriculum comprises three types of framework, as
described below:

I.  General Education Course (6-8 credits): designed and offered by the Center for General
Education, which curriculum comprises three dimensions, including humanities, social
science and natural science.

Il.  General Education Course: Intercollegiate (6-8 credits): Professional fundamental curriculum
delegated by NCTU Curriculum Committee to other colleges.

I1l. General Education Course: Literacy (6-10 credits): designed and offered by the Curriculum
Committee under General Education Curriculum, which courses conform to the philosophy
of general education.

The aforementioned curriculum must undergo the review by the Curriculum Committee under

General Education Committee, followed by approval by the NCTU Curriculum
Committee for adoption.
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Article 3  Students taking general education courses must meet the following requirement:
I.  General Education Course: Undergraduate enrolled after academic year 2017 shall study
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curriculum with compulsory dimension according to the different requirement of colleges.
The requirement for minimum credits is listed in the following table:

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Il.  General Education Course: Intercollegiate: Students are free to take electives from the major
curriculum recognized by the college where students are enrolled.

I1l. General Education Course: Literacy: Students are free to take this type of courses as electives.
Nonetheless such courses may not be counted towards general education curriculum if the
elective is a fundamental quality curriculum of generation education offered by the college
where the students are enrolled.

The credits in I and II general education curriculum shall adopt the same credits as original

curriculum.
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Article 4 In case the courses accredited as general education curriculum are the compulsory courses of
the department where the students graduate, such courses may not be counted towards the
credits for general education curriculum.
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Artlcle 5 International Students shall comply with the provisions prescribed under “National Chiao
Tung University Regulations for General Education Courses of Undergraduate International
Students” for processing.
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Article 6 These Guidelines will be discussed and reviewed by General Education Committee and then
submitted to the NCTU Curriculum Committee for review with adoption and the approval by
the Academic Affairs Meeting prior to implementation. The same procedures shall apply to
revision.
