Curriculum and
Regulations

A. Required to complete the courses and complete the following three course
requirements before graduation:

I. At least 18 credits of optoelectronic related Institute professional subjects
offered by the four schools of University System of Taiwan

I1. In total at least 4 credits of Chinese language courses within 2 subjects.
Chinese language courses may be waived on the condition of having passed
Chinese Language Proficiency Test; attending Chinese language courses
before admission, as the case may be credit transferred to such courses of
this semester.

I11.Courses of seminars each semester shall be Required for PhD 1and PhD 2
(not included into Due Credit), at least four semesters' Results of Pass of
Seminars before graduation.

B. All courses elected by PhD 1and PhD 2 shall be approved by the Advisor or the
Chief of Program.

C. PhD Students shall submit Advisor Agreement signed and consented by the
Advisor before the end of the first semester (including three selected subjects of
qualification examination).
